Named Scholarship

Establishing a named annual
scholarship is an act of generosity
that allows you to make a difference
in a particular's student's educational
path. This program allows the donor
to name the scholarship and to select
whether they wish to fund a grammar
school or high school student. They
can name a specific student, or have
FACE select the student most in
need.

For an elementary school student, the
initial gift is $5,000 and $7,500 for a
high school student.

Scholarships are restricted to those
students who demonstrate financial
need defined by FACE granting
guidelines and meet academic
eligibility.

Carpool lines
were at a standstill as students joyfully reunited with classmates clad in their school uniforms, new backpacks and
with twinkling eyes full of light that let you know of their broad and wide smiles beneath the masks. What a blessing
is for them to be together once again for another year of formation, God is Good!
